There is no possibility to

attach documents in the

application so be sure to write all

pertinent information (your CV)

into the boxes.

Fill in your current level

of education. Do not use

country-specific

terminology, but the

equivalent term:

Undergraduate, Bachelor,

Master, PhD.

List your education with

the information of your

school, how far you are in

your studies, relevant

course work or relevant

major/minor and relevant

thesis topic. List other

relevant education such

as ELSA Law schools

List your relevant work

experience with the

company, dates, and key

tasks when relevant to the

field of the delegation you

are applying, For

example, applying to

WIPO relevant

information is, if you

worked with IP law.

Select your level of

English.

Fill in other languages

you know and the level

you are on.

List relevant

extracurricular activities

with short explanations of

what that activity means.

Select your ELSA status.

All memberships will be

checked so please make

sure your membership is

valid.

Choose your National

Group.

Write down your Local

Group.

Write out all the positions

you have held in ELSA in

the same format as is in

this example.

Write out all ELSA events

you have attended in the

same format as is in this

example.

Write out all of the ELSA

events you have organised

in the same format as is

in this example.

Select whether you are

applying to more than one

Delegation.

Type out the other sessions

you are applying for, please

copy the name exactly as it

is on the first page of the

Application Form.

Some sessions take place at

the same time, please

remember to check if there

are overlapping dates in

the sessions you are

applying to.

State your preference it will

be taken into account

during the selection

process.
